What can the program offer? 

 
The PEACE Gambling program can: 
 
• Provide information about all aspects of gambling 
• Help you find solutions to your financial difficulties 
• Assist you to improve your relationships with the 

important people in your life 
• Help you learn how to be in control when gambling 

or to stop gambling all together 
• Provide group and community education 
• Provide a supportive and confidential service. 
 

Is it difficult to acknowledge problems  

related to gambling? 

 
Sometimes the thought of sharing your innermost con-
cerns with someone you hardly know can be really 
scary and challenging, especially when the issues are 
directly or indirectly linked to gambling problems.  
 
Our community educators and staff are trained to be 
sensitive to your concerns and are committed to ensur-
ing you are provided with a culturally acceptable and 
appropriate service that will protect your privacy, yet at 
the same time be flexible enough to meet your needs. 
 
We can negotiate a time and location that is convenient 
for you, where you will feel safe and comfortable to 
share your concerns with a counsellor.   

How do we address gambling issues? 

 

Gambling is a social and recreational activity that is cul-
turally acceptable to many of us.  However, when the 
urge to gamble begins to affect your life and/or your 
family relationships, then you may have a problem with 
gambling.   
 
Our program will assist you with a variety of strategies 
that are designed to consider your culture, your situa-
tion and your problem.  
 
Our aim is to build on your strengths and develop your 
resilience until you are able to choose the right options 
for changing your circumstances.  
 
You may just need general information to start with. 
You may need to familiarise yourself with other forms 
of recreational activity here in Australia. Or you may 
need more intensive support, such as counselling ser-
vices.  
 
Whatever your needs, our service is flexible. We can 
help you to access whatever services will best fit your 
particular circumstances.
